Since your business has demonstrated a concern for the environment, we would like to invite you to participate in this event as a vendor and/or sponsor. The vendor fee is $50.00 for small businesses (fewer than 100 employees) and $100 for large businesses (100 employees or more),  to be paid in advance to reserve a space. Vendor spaces are limited and will be offered on a first come, first served basis. 
We also would welcome any financial or in-kind support you might like to contribute, as is a volunteer-run event. 

Our primary expenses are mailing, printing, advertising and supplies. Suggested sponsorship levels are: Earth - $50; Water - $100; Sky - $500 and above. Checks should be made out to “UUCF” with “Fresno Earth Day” in the memo. The church tax ID number is 94-552962, and you will receive a receipt for tax purposes. Sponsors will be acknowledged by contribution level on stage, on a prominent display at the event, and on the Fresno Earth Day website.

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Fresno Earth Day  2012 - Green Guidelines

1. General

a. Have recycling bins located frequently and easy to identify – partner with city for additional bins and pickup

b. Site maps, programs and other paperwork to be printed on 100% recycled paper

c. Where color for prints is needed, use colored ink instead of colored paper

d. No styrofoam, water bottles or plastic bags will be used

e. Minimize paper use (ie. increase margins, reduce paper size, use sign instead of handouts, etc.)

2. Fresno Earth Day Planning Committees

a. Avoid paper use when possible – use alternatives such as email, telephone, websites

b. Sponsors and vendors – only solicit businesses that are environmentally sensitive, offer green products and have shown a willingness to use greener practices

c. Raffle – try to promote donations of “green” prizes such as gift certificates or services

d. Marketing – promote carpooling and alternative transportation for the event

3. Vendors/Exhibitors

a. Minimize giveaways and/or give earth-friendly items

b. Keep power consumption for displays to a minimum

4. Food/Drink Sales

a. All serving utensils should be compostable. 

b. No styrofoam or plastic bags will be used.

c. Use washable linens or napkins/towels with high recycled content

d. Purchase local and/or organic ingredients for food preparation where possible

e. No bottled water or drinks – provide reusable cups

f. All food scraps are to be composted.

      g.  All vendors are to provide at least one vegetarian food item.
5. Workshop Leaders

a. Minimize handouts to 1 page if possible

b. Use overhead projector or Power Point instead of handouts, if possible

c. Use double-sided printing for handouts

d. Print handouts on 100% recycled or reused paper
